COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course builds on content from other courses to assist students to explore concepts and care-giving
approaches that will allow them to work effectively with individuals experiencing cognitive challenges.
Emphasis is on recognizing behaviours and identifying person-centered intervention strategies.

This course will consist of lectures, group work, learning activities, and may include guest speakers and other methods to
optimise learning.

e Assignments & preparation for next class

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Participation includes your active involvement in the activities of the classroom and completion of assignments, reading,
quizzes, etc. Coming to class regularly, being on time, being prepared for the class, speaking up in class and handing in
your assignments when due will contribute greatly to your success.

Dementia Assignment 30%

In this assignment, students will demonstrate to the instructor and their classmates what they think it would be like for
them to have dementia. This requires personal reflection and the evidence of integration of experience and
knowledge/theory from this course.

Tests/Quizzes 25%
Quizzes will be completed throughout the course to assess the learning. There are no re-writes for quizzes.

Final Exam 35%
The final exam is cumulative and will cover material and information presented in class, the readings and discussions.

NOTE: If a student should fail the final exam a re-write/supplemental exam is not guaranteed, but at the discretion of
the instructor.
